Early History.

The first railway was opened for traﬂic on 13th
September, 1854. It was a line of 2 miles from Flinders
Street, Melbourne, to Port Melbourne (then called
Sandndge) This and other short railways constructed
soon afterwards were owned and operated by private
enterprise.
