Commercial travellérs,
with first-class tickets, may carry 2 cwt. of samples and personal IuggEge
combined ; with second-class tickets, |4 cwt. Excess payment is necessary
If these limits are exceeded.

PERISHABLE FOOD-STUFFS AND CERTAIN COUNTRY PRODUCE are
carried at special low rates.

REFUND OF DEPOSITS on periodical tickets will be granted if you return
the ticket to the Department within seven days from the date of expiry.
