Commercial traveliers,
with first-class tickets, may carry 2 cwt. of samples and personal Iuggage
combined ; with second-class tickets, |4 cwt. Excess payment is necessary
if these Iimits are exceeded.

Commercial travellers’ samples must not be sold or otherwise disposed of
on the trip.
